Estimates are provided for years 1998 to 2001 due to reporting changes at NYS DMV. Prior to October, 1997 by 
law DMV could not record property damage crashes on its files unless at least one motorist involved in the crash 
submitted a report, even if a police accident report was filed. Starting in October, 1997 DMV recorded property 
damage only crashes based upon the submission of only a police report (no motorist report needed). This resulted 
in a large increase in the number of property damage crashes. This policy (police report only) was rescinded in 
2001, which resulted in a large decrease in reported accidents. Therefore, in an attempt to control for the change 
in reporting from 1997 to 2001 the average number of property damage alcohol related accidents for years 1990 - 
1996 (11) was added to the personal injury total for each year from 1997 - 2001 to get an estimated total. DMV 
data for property damage crashes for 2002 - 2004 is not available. In 2006, DMV changed the reporting standards 
of property damage again, resulting in an increase of crashes.
