Why Become a Volunteer EMS Provider?

Participate in providing a much-
needed community service.

Make new friends, and build long-
term relationships based on shared
experiences.

Acquire training, certification, and
skills that will enhance your value
and prestige at your current job, or
with prospective new employers.

Volunteer EMS experience often leads
to eligibility for paid positions in EMS
(most paid EMS providers start their
careers this way).

The knowledge and skills you
develop will prepare you to deal
effectively with emergencies at
home and at work.

Work closely with other emergency
services, including police, fire, and
9-1-1 dispatch (EMS experience is
often helpful in pursuing careers in
these disciplines, as well).

Volunteers play a major role in
keeping EMS agencies financially
viable, and may help keep local tax
rates down (in communities where
the cost of providing EMS service is
subsidized by the taxpayers).
